The award, which celebrates its 20th Anniversary this year, is now available worldwide in 
countries such as India, Sri Lanka, Egypt, Lebanon, Nigeria, and Pakistan. Over 6000

• An international ethos embedded throughout the school 
• A whole school approach to international work 
• Collaborative curriculum-based work with a number of partner schools 
• Year-round international activity
